R12.05 Horse ratio requirements per type of show:

Single Day Show: Teams are required to bring one (1) horse for every six (6), unless the host team reduces
the team’s horse entry ratio because of space or entry limits. Horses that are considered height weight
horses as defined (R16.01-B & C).Show management, when necessary, has the discretion to reduce the
number of entries/rides height weight horses to less than 6.

One horse is required for every six rides. For example, one rider competing in both rail and pattern class
will equal two rides.

This same column is also offered on the horse description page to note which horses need to be
height/weight horses.
